MARKET COMMENT:  NUMBERS INCREASED THIS WEEK WITH EXTRA SUPPLIES IN THE BACON AND PORK, WHILE THE YOUNG PIG SECTION HAD THE GREATEST RISE DUE TO THE FORTHCOMING CHINESE NEW YEAR CELEBRATION.  BACKFATTER NUMBERS REMAINED STEADY.  WITH THE ONSET OF HOT AND STEAMY WEATHER PORK AND BACON VALUES TOOK A BATTERING TODAY WITH BEST TRADE GILTS 15¢ TO 25¢ LOWER, ENTIRES WERE ON AVERAGE 15¢ TO 25¢ DOWN.  A GOOD QUALITY OFFERING OF PORK ALSO SAW A GOOD DISCOUNT WITH BEST SALE 10¢ TO 15¢ LOWER, WHILE OTHER CLASSES WERE 20¢ TO 25¢ CHEAPER.  BACKFATTER SALES HAD THE BEST RESULT WITH SOWS FULLY FIRM THROUGHOUT.  THE YOUNG PIG SECTION WAS A DISAPPOINTMENT.  A LARGE OFFERING OF GOOD QUALITY SPITS MET A POOR TRADE RESPONSE AT VALUE $5 TO $15 LOWER.
BACONERS:  With a slight increase in supplies a good quality offering of trade medium to heavy bacon came forward.  More plain and secondary bacon also appeared this week.

COMPETITION:  Competition today from the trade was again subdued with best trade gilts being 15¢ to 20¢ lower while the “entires” saw a 15¢ to 25¢ price deduction.  Secondary bacon was again hard to quit with most sales in the 180¢ to 220¢ range.
