MARKET COMMENT:  A SLIGHT INCREASE IN THE OVERALL OFFERING THIS WEEK WITH A FEW EXTRA PENS OF BACON AND PORK, WITH BACKFATTER & STORE NUMBERS BEING SIMILAR.  MEDIUM SIZE CONSIGNMENTS CAME FORWARD IN THE BACON SECTION WITH VALUES FOR BEST GILTS 10¢ TO 20¢ LOWER, WHILE THE “ENTIRES” SAW A 30¢ DROP FOR THE BEST OF THESE.  A GOOD OFFERING OF PORK MET A STEADY ENQUIRY AT VALUES GENERALLY 10¢ CHEAPER.  AN IMPROVED DISPLAY OF BACKFATTERS SAW A STRONGER DEMAND WITH PRICES $20.00 PER HEAD DEARER.  THE YOUNG PIG SECTION HAD A GOOD QUALITY OFFERING WHICH SOLD TO A STEADY DEMAND AT FULLY FIRM RATES.
BACONERS:  There was a slight increase in supplies in this section with a good display of trade medium to heavy gilts along with a similar offering in the “entire” section.  The balance were light to medium weight suitable for the “super” trade.  More plain and secondary bacon were penned today.
COMPETITION:  Prices in the bacon section were somewhat subdued today with best trade gilts selling 10¢ to 20¢ lower with plainer quality even lower, while the best “entires” saw a 30¢ drop and even more as quality fell away.  Some sales of these were up to 50¢ lower.
