VENDORS PLEASE NOTE THAT THE NEXT SALE WILL BE ON WEDNESDAY 27TH JANUARY 2010.

MARKET COMMENT:  NUMBERS WERE IN MUCH SHORTER SUPPLY FOR THE COMMENCEMENT OF THE NEW SELLING YEAR.  ONE LARGE CONSIGNMENT OF TRADE HEAVY BACON PLUS A FEW MODERATE LOADS MADE UP THE BACON SECTION.  BEST TRADE GILTS WERE 15¢ TO 20¢ LOWER WITH ENTIRES ABOUT 10¢ TO 15¢ CHEAPER.  THERE WAS ALSO A LIGHT SUPPLY OF PORK FORWARDED THIS WEEK WITH VALUES COMING OFF THE “HIGHS” OBTAINED BEFORE CHRISTMAS.  EXTRA NUMBERS OF BACKFATTERS CAME FORWARD WITH VALUES GENERALLY FIRM TO DEARER IN A BETTER QUALITY OFFERING.  A GOOD QUALITY OFFERING OF YOUNG PIGS MET A STEADY AND CONSISTANT DEMAND FROM THE TRADE.
BACONERS:  The overall supply of bacon was down on the sale before Christmas.  With one large consignment and a few smaller loads coming forward, numbers were within the buyers capacity to clear stocks at this time.  The offering comprised a number of pens of trade heavy both gilts and “entires” with the majority in the lighter to medium weights suitable for the “super” trade.

COMPETITION:  A steady sale throughout, however values were generally 15¢ to 20¢ easier on the gilts while the “entires” were 10¢ to 15¢ lower with the lighter end selling to a keener demand.
